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Looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy set before Him,
endured the cross, despised the shame and is now seated at the right hand of God. Heb12:2

There are times in the Christian life when
it feels hard to go on. Maybe its during
persecution, a prolonged trial such as
illness or unemployment, or when we
experience disappointment and hurt. All
of these things singularly or taken
together can tempt us to give up.

We need to be reminded that Jesus has
begun a good work in our lives and he is
committed to finishing what he has
started.

When we look to Jesus, we are
reminded that he was misunderstood,
maligned and persecuted from every
quarter. Many of the people he tried to
help turned on him and rejected his mes-
sage of hope.

But perhaps the most stinging hurt was
not from the large crowds, but rather the
betrayal from his closest friends. Thomas

doubted him, Peter denied him and
Judas betrayed him to death. The
wounds of a friend often cut deepest.

Despite his trials, Jesus did not waver.
He left heaven’s courts to endure the
shame of the cross for his people.

Jesus’ joy is to redeem people such as
you and me, to ensure we make it safely
home, to the place he has prepared for
us. He did not stumble in the last turn,
nor did he drop the ball. He finished
what he started.

Jesus gives us more grace when the
burdens grow greater. “My grace is suffi-
cient for you, for my strength is made
perfect in weakness”. 2Cor12:9.

Let us press on looking unto Jesus. May
we glory in his sufficiency, endurance
and selfless love for his people.

Background to Nehemiah

Nehemiah remind us that God’s people
are kingdom builders & despite chal-
lenges, God will always provide for his
people.

Whilst Nehemiah demonstrates exemplary
leadership qualities such as prayerfulness
and boldness, much of the book records
the perseverance and faithfulness of all of
God’s people in the rebuilding effort. King-
dom building requires teamwork.

A unified team focused on the same goal
is a harder target for those who would
seek to hinder the work. We are reminded
of this in Nehemiah, with attacks from
outside the camp and sadly from within.

In the end, God ultimately triumphs with
the wall completed in record time. Please
read ahead and pray that God would bless
us as we study Nehemiah together.
